COUR3XE DESCRIPTIONS

ART

ART 10 - GENERAL (Fine Art)
Prerequisite: Previous Art courses are recommendrd not required.

Art 10 is a fullsemester course in which students have the opportunity to work with a
wide variety of art media and technique. Studevitscontinue to build on previous
experiences and develop strong drawing skills, critical thinking, and image
development strategietndependent work in areas of student interest, larger scale
projects, or digital media may be available.

A personal skiehbook will be an integral part of Art 10. Art 10 is a prerequisite for
students who have not completed Art 9, and plan to take further Visual Arts courses.

ART FOUNDATIONS 11 (Fine Art)
Prerequisite: Art 10

This course allows students to continue takwveith a variety of media, both 2D and 3D. In addition,
students will be learning a variety of image development strategies to further develop critical thinking and
technical skills as they apply to the visual arts. Students will be expected to dereaysiwah through a
personal sketchbook, which will be evaluated regularly. This course is recommended for students who plat
to takefurther Visual Arts courses at the graduation and-pesbndary level.

ART FOUNDATIONS 12 (Fine Art)
Prerequisite: Art Foundations 11 recommended

This course allows students to continue to work with a variety of media, both 2D and 3D. In addition,

students will be learning a variety of image development strategies to further develop critical thinking and
technical skills ashey apply to the visual arts. Students will be expected to demonstrate growth through a
personal sketchbook, which will be evaluated regularly. This course is recommended for students who plat
to takefurther Visual Arts courses at the graduation and-pesbndary level.

STUDIO ARTS 11: CERAMICS AND SCULPTURE (Fine Art)
Prerequisite: Any Art 9/10 course

This course allows students to work in 3D art media, with a focus on clay-biédachg, glazes, firing,

and wheel work will be covered. Papidache, tatiles, wire, paper sculpture, plaster, or other media may

be explored. Documentation of work using photography or other digital media will be introduced, and
students will be introduced to art history as it relates to 3D media. Safe use of equipmeateaiadsrill

be addressed. This course is strongly recommended for students intending to further their art studies at tt
postsecondary level. Basic materials and tools will be provided. A $25 supplies cost will be required for
this course. Grade 10 serts must have teacher permission for this course.

STUDIO ARTS 12: CERAMICS AND SCULPTURE (Fine Art)
Prerequisite: Studio Arts 11: Ceramics and Sculpture

This course builds on the skills and knowledge introduced in Studio Arts 11: Ceramics and Sculiliture, w
a focus on more advanced clay work and proficiency on the wheel, as well as glazing and firing of work. A
variety of 3D media will also be explored. A $25 supplies cost will be required for this course.

HOME ECONOMICS

FAMILY STUDIES (Applied Skill)
Prerequisite: None
In alternateyears the following two courses will be presented:

INTERPERSONAL AND FAMILY RELATIONSHIPS 11

This is an interactive course with lots of opportunities for group activities and dstuas well as
personal reflection. The focus for this course will be interpersonal and family relationships. Students will
be given an opportunity to consider their present and future, focusing on personal development anc
relationships leading to indepd#ent living and possible loAgrm commitments. Topics such as
communication, conflict resolution, considerations, and potential concerns in relationships will be
explored. This course is offered in alternate years with Child Development and Caregiving 12.

CHILD DEVELOPMENT AND CAREGIVING 12

This course focuses on children and caregiving at every stage, from planning for children, to pregnancy
and childbirth, to child development and caregiving up to the age of twelve. Various topics related to
children wil be explored, including discussions related to disposable vs. cloth diapers, food and nutrition
for children, activities to encourage child development, etc. Students will have the opportunity to develop a
variety of activities for young children, as Mlas consider their beliefs about child rearitgteractive
experiences will include guests sharing their parenting experience, an opportunity to participate in an infan
care simulation, and visits with young children. This course is offered in attgreats with Interpersonal

and Family Relationships 11.

FASHION AND TEXTILE DESIGN 12 (Applied Skill - Locally Developed

BC FIRST NATIONS STUDIES 12
Prerequisite: Social Studies 10

First Nations Studies 12 introduces students to the diversity and depth of First Natiarysamdtoulture.

The course looks at the relationship of First Nations to the land, exairtiaelegacy of contact with
Europeans, studies cultural expressions, and considers how First Nations will gain further control over
their futures. A significant padn of the course will focus on the St people of the Fraser Valley.
Students will gain insight into the complexity of Aboriginal issues, past, present and future

COMMUNICATIONS 11
Prerequisite: English 10

Communications 11 is intended to help studeésome fully skilled language users, capable of
comprehending and responding to the multiple forms and functions of language that surround them. The
Language Arts options for grade 11 reflect the different language skills senior students choose to focus o
as part of their career and personal planning. English Language Arts 11 focuses on the expressive ar
functional purposes of language and its uses in a variety of contexts. Communications 11 focuses on th
essential language skills students need to fomanh daily life and the workplace.



COMMUNICATIONS 12
Prerequisite: English 11 or Communication 11 or by recommendation of English teacher.

This course continues the emphasis on practical communication skills begun in Communications 11.
Students will ke assisted in developing clearitten and oral communicaticemd is often more focused on
practical applications for writing than English 12. However, students will still study different genres of
literature and are expected to respond critically thraeggays and paragraph responses. This course does
not meet entry requirements to most Universities in BC. It is a good choice forstodsats who do not
intend on going on to pesktcondary and are instead planning on going to work straight out ofdhigbl s

or who are considering college, vocational, or private, training institutions. Students should check with
schoolcounselos to ensure they are taking the appropriate course. Written assignments, unit tests and the
Ministry final examination determenthe student's standing in this course.

Final grades will be a composite of the school mark (60%) and the Provincial exam (40%).

This is a provincially examinable course.

COMPARATIVE CIVILIZA TIONS 12
Prerequisite: Social Studies 10

Comparative Civilizabns 12 studies the foundations of civilizaticemd thenexamines the intricate

ENGLISH 10

grammar), literature analysis, and composition. Evaluation may be based on quizzes, tests, projects c
presentations, essays, and other written works.

grade before credit is issued.

ENGLISH 11
Prerequisite: English 10

The English 11 curriculum provides students with the opportunity to study literary and informational
(including technical) communications. This academic course further d | ops st udent so
critically and respond effectively. Students will also come to understand language as a human system ¢
communication, dynamic and evolving, but also systematic and governed by rules. A Shakespearean pla
will be studiel. Essays and other written assignments, unit tests (including grammar and language usage)
and a final examination worth 30% determine the student's standing in this course.
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ENGLISH 12
Prerequisite: Recommendi C +00 better in English 11

English 12 is a academic course suited for students preparing to pursusquustdary studies. This
course will emphasize the mastery of composition and language skills as well as challenging students witt
a variety of literary works. Activities and assignments asgtisients in expanding their vocabularies,
developing mature written and oral expression, and writing formally in a variety of expository forms.
Literature consists of fiction and ndiction prose, poetry, and drama. A Shakespearean play will be
studied. Witten assignments, unit tests and a mandatory Provincial examination worth 40% determine the
student's standing in this course.

ENGLISH 11 HONOURS
Prerequisite: 73% average in English 10

This enriched English course, which requires students to havevagpentry,
covers the English 11 curriculum, but focuses on utilizing mature litere
resources that challenge students to think analytically and critically. The ci.
reviews basic essay writing skills, but moves beyond this to look at diff
writing styles. Students with a strong work ethic take this course as it is inte

There is departmert exam worth 30% at the end of the course.

ENGLISH 12 FIRST PEOPLES
Prerequisite: Recommendi C +o0 better in English 11

First Peoples is the academic equivalent of English 12 and satisfies the grade 12 English language ar
graduation program requiremetitis open to all students and is not intended for any one group.

This course provides opportunities for all students to engage with indigenous creative expression and ente
the worlds of First Peoples provincially, nationally, and internationally. Theseofocuses on the
experiences, values, beliefs, and lived realities of First Peoples as evidenced in various forn@s of text
including oral story, speech, poetry, dramatic work, dance, song, film, and prose (fiction dictioo)n

The course is desigddo enable students to develop the English language and literacy skills and capacities
t hey must have in order to meet British Col umbi
designated as a fowredit course and has a mandatory Provinei@amination worth 40% of the final
course mark.

GEOGRAPHY 12

Prerequisites: Social Studies 11

Geography 12 features three broad areas of inqpinysical geography; weather and climate; and
environmental sustainabilityAs geographers, students wiltasv on skills learned in various disciplines
(such as Math, Science, Humanities) to gain deeper insight into our physical world, and how humans ca
have an effect on the world around them.

HISTORY 12
Prerequisite: Social Studies 11

History 12 is a survegourse of world history from 1919 to 199ajor topics in the course include the
aftermath of World War I, communism in Russia and China, the Depression, World War Il, and the Cold
War. Colonialism and its legacy, as well as human rights, are key thamasg through the course.
Students who take History 12 will have a broad sense of why the political and international world is the
way it is today, and understatite complex web of international affairs.



LAW 12
Prerequisite: Social Studies 10

LITERATURE 12
Prerequisite Recommend AC+0 or better in English 11

Literature 12 is an elective survey course designed to present the range of English literatubee from t
medieval period to modern times. It is not a substitute for English 12. In Literature 12, major English
poets, essayists, novelists, and playwrights will be studied. The course is intended for the English studer
who has a great interest in English t#teire and wishes to further their studies in a gesbndary
program specializing in the arts. Written assignments, unit tests, and a final examination determine the
student's standing in this course.

SOCIAL STUDIES 10

PE 11/12 Health and Fitness is a senior course for girls interested in learning about and participating in
variety of recreational fitness activities such as aerobics,ctspes, yoga, cardiackboxing, and weight
training. The course will also address female healiited topics through various theory and knowledge
based activities. Outside guests will be invited to share their knowledge and expertise pertaining to fitness
strength, and flakility goals for women. An emphasis for this class will be to motivate students through
participation in nofthreatening, nomompetitive activities in a supportive, encouraging classroom
environment.

OUTDOOR PURSUITS 11
Prerequisite: PE 8 andsapprevalr uct or 0

Outdoor Pursuits 11 will emphasize the development of physical fithess through various outdoor pursuits.
Students will learn about and practice a variety of outdoor skills including trip planning, food preparation,
wilderness safety, hiking, cgmmg, snowshoeing, cros®untry skiing, standup paddle boarding or
kayaking, and indoor rock wall climbing. Objectives of this course include developing a strong
appreciation of nature and making safe decisions in the outdoors. Assessment will prienaalseld on

the active participation in the activities as well as-@med postrip planning assignments. Due to the
nature of this course, students must be committed to enthusiastic participation and a willingness to embrac
new environments and challengi situations in all seasons. An above average level of fitness is
recommended as some extended day and overnight hikes are required. Students will also need to ha
appropriate clothing and equipment for activities considering the types of weather enedumtthis part

of BC. This course will be taught outside of the regular timetable as the majority of the class time will be
after school and on weekends. A $175 course fee covers transportation, rentals, and camping consumabl
Open to students from &des 912.

PHYSICAL EDUCATION 10
Prerequisite: Any PE 9 Course

PE 10 continues to develop the basics and focuses on activities th3
students will enjoy and continue to participate in during future years.

AVIATION 11

Prerequisite: Science 10, Apprenticeship and Workplace Math 10 or Foundations afhergus 10,
with a minimum 6C+6 or higher

Aviation introduces the student to both theoretical and practical applications of flyinggle-esigine
aircraft. Please note, there is a significant amount of technical reading, mathematical proficiency, and
spatial coordination required to achieve success in this course. The theoretical section of the course take
the form of a "ground schootovering theory of flight, aircraft operations, air law, flight instrumentation,
meteorology, navigation, communications, good piloting practices, and air safety. The practical section of
the course uses Transport Canada's Flight Training Manual and esfased flight simulation to learn

to pilot a small, single engine aircraft. Students will learn to properly control an airplane in the major
phases of flight. Maneuvers such as turns, slow flight, stalls, and spins will also be learned and practice
through computer simulation. Students will learn navigation using aeronautical charts, deduced reckoning,
radio, and GPS. Critical decisianaking skills are reinforced through a series of flight emergency
scenarios and aviation disaster case studies. Studelhtsearn air traffic control, and proper air
communication protocols using standard wway radio procedures. Students are evaluated using projects,
assignments, quizzes and tests, including a final course exam similar to Transport Canada's PSTAR (Pr:
Solo Test of Air Regulations) worth 30% of the course mark. Student's flying ability is assessed using a
variety of practical flying assignments, challenges, and tests while using the flight simulator.

BIOLOGY 11

Biology 11 surveys both the unity and diversity of plant and animal life on earth,
emphasizing ecology and evolution of species. The student of biology will attain a
greater appreciation and respect for the many forms of lifeagh.€ourse topics
include taxonomy, evolution, ecology, microbiology, plant biology, and animal
biology.
